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Dear reader!

The foundations of industrial property system in the Republic of
Latvia date back as far as 1920, when the Patent Office of the
Republic of Latvia started to operate. Already then, inventors from
the Republic of Latvia were aware of the value of their inventions
and used the provided industrial property protection options. Flax
head processing and threshing machine can be mentioned as one
of the examples of patents granted at that period, and the drawings
from this patent have been used throughout this activity report.

After Latvia restored its independence, the Patent Office resumed
its operation. For more than twenty-three years the Patent
Office, which is an independent State institution operating under
the supervision of the Minister of Justice, has been implementing
State policy in the field of industrial property. Patents, trade marks,
designs, topographies of semiconductor products — these industrial
property objects are registered in the Patent Office and therefore
protected in the territory of Latvia. Nevertheless, globalization,
Latvia's accession to the European Union, the increasing role
of international trade and economic development of Latvia are
substantial factors that affect the industrial property sphere in
Latvia. Industrial property is no longer a national or regional, but a
global value, which you not only can, but often you need to protect
in many countries and regions.

The professionalism and experience of the Patent Office's staff and
their unselfish everyday work has ensured effective implementation
of the office’s functions that is confirmed by the public opinion,
where Patent Office has been recognized as a particularly friendly
State institution in campaigns and where we have also received
positive feedback in conducted user satisfaction surveys

During the reporting period the number of national trade mark
applications continued to grow as compared to 2013, while the
number of patent and design applications decreased. A positive
trend is that Latvian applicants are increasingly using the benefits
provided by the international registration procedure, which shows
the need to expand the number of countries, where industrial
property needs to be protected.

The objectives of industrial property right protection can be fully
achieved if society as a whole understands the benefits of IP
registration and is aware of the consequences of infringement.
Therefore, significant efforts were made to increase public

awareness about industrial property protection, where in 2014,
34 events were organized in different places around Latvia.

Last year the Industrial property draft law was reviewed by the
Latvian Parliament, that deserves a highly positive assessment.
The development of this law was started already in 2008, and we
expect the Law on Industrial Property Institutions and Procedures
to be approved in the final reading by the middle of 2015. With this
law, in addition to special industrial property laws, it is intended
to establish uniform procedures and legal relations in the field
of industrial property rights. We have involved all the necessary
resources in order to develop and harmonize the underlying laws
and norms with this new law and to implement them into practice.

2015 is an important time for Latvia on an international scale, as
until 30 June, Latvia is the presiding country of the Council of the
European Union. This period will also be very dynamic for the Patent
Office, because we will be leading negotiations with colleagues from
28 countries, in order to achieve an agreement on European Union
trade mark package, which aims to modernize the system, and also
to develop a common framewaork for protecting trade secrets

Mark Twain has indicated that a country without a good patent
office and patent laws is just a crab that cannot move any way
but sideways or backwards. Therefore, in 2015, much effort will
continue to be made to improve the quality of provided services.
One of the activities is connected with modernization of information
technology infrastructure and software, thereby modernizing the
existing databases, available information and document circulation
systems. In the course of last year, we have already developed and
introduced the possibility to file trade mark and design applications
online. This has also been positively assessed by applicants, and the
usage of these services continues to grow. We will continue to take
steps in order to improve national patent quality and trade mark
application examination as well as to improve the efficiency of the
Board of Appeal.

Once a month, the Patent Office issues official gazette, where
current information about patents, trade marks, designs and
topographies of semiconductor products is published. The official
gazette is available in English and Latvian languages on the Patent
Office's website.

= stop the activities of competitors.

In the case of Latvia, applicants often wish to publish the patent
application before the end of 18-month period of secrecy.
Presumably, this shows either lack of strategy or some other reason
for obtaining the patent. Average Latvian patent maintenance
period from 6 till 7 years is relatively short. This points to lack
of long-term strategy and possibly lack of financing for further
exploitation of the patent, because, as we know, starting from the
third year, counting from the application date, it is necessary to pay
annual fees to maintain the patent in force.

Strategy becomes especially important for patent applicant or
owner, when he wants to protect his invention abroad in order to
recover the invested financial resources. Taking into account that the
Republic of Latvia is a member of the European Patent Convention
and the Patent Cooperation Treaty, Latvian applicants have the
possibility to submit patent applications in European Patent Office

(EPO) and in the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO),
where both offer decreased costs in comparison to submitting
applications in each country separately. Nevertheless, if we
compare these costs with the cost of a national patent, they still
can seem very high. Therefore, the Patent Office of the Republic of
Latvia is currently engaged in finding a solution on how to decrease
these costs and help Latvian patent applicants. The fact that these
costs are high is proved by patent statistics for years 2013 and
2014. In year 2013, a high number of national patent applications
was filed — 233 and the number of European patent applications
filed by Latvian applicants reached the maximum - 92, because
special European Union funding was available for this purpose.
As the financing decreased, so did the number of national and
European patent applications, where in 2014 the amount of these
applications dropped to only 27 European patent applications and
107 national patent applications.

A very impartant challenge for Latvia on international level will
be the implementation of the Unitary European patent that is
foreseen to take place in 2016 and which will allow to decrease the
maintenance costs of European patents. It is therefore expected
that the number of European patents that are in force in Latvia will
increase. At the end of 2014, there were 6763 European patents
that were in force in the Republic of Latvia.

In order to improve cooperation with applicants, the Patent Office
and the Department of Examination of Inventions is currently
engaged in resolving two important tasks — the development of
new IT infrastructure, which will allow to submit patent applications
electronically, provide automatic supervision of the procedure and
fullinformation about the judicial status of applications and patents
available through internet, while the second task is the preparation
of patenting guidelines It is planned to accomplish these tasks in
2015 and 2016.

When a
patent application is submitted at the Patent Office through the
national procedure, the application is examined, and a patent
can be obtained under the Patent law, which was adopted on
15 February 2007, and entered into force on 1 March 2007. The
last amendments to this law were done on 1 January 2015. A
patent will also be valid in the Republic of Latvia, if it is granted in
accordance with the European Patent Convention, and this patent
application must be submitted to the European Patent Office (EPO).

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A patent can be obtained in any field of technology, provided
the invention is new, has an inventive step and is susceptible of
industrial application. When a patent application is submitted at
the Patent Office, the Department of Examination of Inventions
checks if the application complies with the requirements specified
in the applicable legislative acts and adopts a decision about
granting a patent. Although the department does not carry out a
full examination and grants a patent without testing novelty and
inventive step, it is important to stress that the applicant himself
should make sure these requirements are fulfilled, because
otherwise the patent may be contested in court, and it is possible
to lose it. In order to avoid this scenario, it is necessary to perform
a patent search, where all the necessary information is compiled
in order to evaluate the patent with regard to the two previously
stated criteria.

By implementing the functions and tasks stated in the
regulation of the Patent Office, the Office received 107 national
patent applications in 2014, which was less than in 2013,
due to the end of acquisition period for European funding.
After examination of the national applications filed in 2014,
144 patents were granted, 110 European patents were extended
and 1034 European patents were validated. The total amount
of patents that entered into force in 2014 was 1288, that is an
increase by 4% or 46 patents in comparison with 2013. By analyzing
the available information on patent applicants at the Patent Office,
it can be concluded that most of the applicants are universities
and institutes (about 50%) that proves the ability of these higher
education institutions to look for new solutions and their interest to
protect these solutions as inventions. It can also be concluded that
in 2014, patent applications have been submitted to the Patent
Office not only by applicants from Latvia, but also from Estonia,
China, Taiwan and United Kingdom.

In the period from 2009 to 2014 the bulk of patents that are in force
in the Republic of Latvia is constituted by European patents. Most
of these European patents, in accordance with the International
Patent Classification (IPC), are submitted in section C (chemistry;
metallurgy) and section A (human necessities), which in most cases
is related to pharmaceuticals. These results reflect the interest
of foreign applicants in these two spheres, where there is also
competition from Latvian companies and applicants, due to the
fact that these spheres are relatively well developed in Latvia.
The few Latvian applicants for European patents in electronics,
telecommunications and transport industry points out the weak
competitiveness of these Latvian industries in the world that needs
to be addressed in future.

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In the last few years the Department of Trade Marks and Designs
has developed like the other departments of the Patent Office. Trade
mark and design registration in the Republic of Latvia, performance
and development of procedures relating to registration and solving
practical and theoretical issues concerning trade mark and design
registration or in broader meaning — their protection in the Republic
of Latvia, has been considered a priority and the department's
primary task. Employees of the department have participated in
international level working groups, meetings and have provided
support in events organized by the Patent Office.

Department of Trade Marks and Designs is the largest department
in the Patent Office, and currently consists of 17 employees. Since
October 2012 the department consists of three divisions:
sthe Division of National Marks, which examines applications
submitted through national procedure;
sthe Division of International Marks, which examines
applications submitted through international procedure;
sthe Division of State Registers, which receives applications
and maintains trade mark and industrial design state
registers.

On international level, the employees of the department have
actively participated and represented the Patent Office and the
Republic of Latvia in different organizations and events. In World
Intellectual Property Organization (WIPQ), the Republic of Latvia
was represented in the Committee of Experts of the Nice Union, the
Standing Committee on the Law of Trade marks, Industrial Designs
and Geographical Indications, the Working Group on the Legal
Development of the Madrid System for International Registration of
Marks and Working Group on the Legal Development of the Hague
system for the International Registration of Industrial Designs. The
employees of the department have also represented the Patent
Office in the Office for Harmonization in the Internal Market (trade
marks and designs) (OHIM), where they have participated in trade
mark and design Liaison meetings and also in the Administrative
Council and Budget committee. The Republic of Latvia has also
been represented at the European Council working groups, where
in 2013 and 2014 active efforts were devoted to the revised Trade
Mark Directive and Community Trade Mark Regulation

Trade mark protection in the Republic of Latvia can be obtained
based on the Law on Trade marks and Geographical Indications,
which entered into force on 15 July 1999. Last amendments
entered into force on 1 January 2015, Starting from 1 May 2004,
when Latvia joined the European Union, all legislative acts of the
European Union that regulate trade marks are binding to the
Republic of Latvia, including Council Regulation 207/2009 of
26 February 2009 on Community trade mark.

Possibilities how to protect a trade mark in the Republic of Latvia:
» by applying for trade mark registration through national
procedure at the Patent Office of the Republic of Latvia;

» by applying for international registration through Madrid
system and extending it to the Republic of Latvia;

= by applying for registration of a Community trade mark at
OHIM.

In 2014, 1474 trade mark registration applications were received
through national procedure and 1234 trade marks were registered.

By evaluating trade mark applications that were submitted through
national procedure in 2013, it can be concluded that most of
these trade marks were registered by Latvian companies. They
are followed by companies from the United States of America and
Sweden. Almost the same situation can be observed in 2014, when

Through analysis of the registered trade marks submitted through
national procedure as to the classification of the goods and
services included in the registrations (Nice classification) it can be
concluded that most trade marks in 2013 were registered in class
35 which includes advertising, business management, business
administration and office functions. Next is class 41, which
includes education, providing of training, entertainment, sporting
and cultural activities, which is followed by class 30 that includes
different foodstuffs of plant origin.

In 2014, 1600 trade marks gained protection in the Republic of
Latvia via the Madrid Union. In 2014, the Patent Office also received
27 forwarded applications from OHIM for Community trade mark
conversion into national trade mark application in the Republic of
Latvia. Whereas Latvian applicants, through the Patent Office,
applied 111 trade marks for international registration in 2014.

In the national procedure, the average time from receiving a trade
mark application until issuing examination decision is 136 days,
while in the accelerated procedure it takes 7 days. If any questions
arise or clarifications need to be made, then this is requested
through additional correspondence between the Patent Office and
the applicant. In this case the time from receiving the trade mark
application until issuing examination decision may be considerably
longer. Afterwards the applicant has three months for paying the
registration and publication fee. After these fees are paid, trade
mark is registered. The average time from receiving trade mark
application to registration through national procedure in 2014 was
198 days.

European Union.

In 2014, 36 design registration applications were received through
national procedure, which is less than in 2013. As the Latvian Law
on Designs permits to request registration of several designs in
one application, then these registrations include 103 designs.
33 design applications were registered in 2014, altogether covering
75 designs.

In accordance with the Geneva Act of the Hague Agreement
Concerning the International Registration of Industrial Designs,
in 2014 29 design registrations were extended to Latvia, and
protection was granted to 139 designs.

In the national procedure, the average time from receiving a design
application until the adoption of a decision on design registration is
33 days, where the time can vary considerably from application to
application. If the design application at the time of filing contains all
the necessary documentation, then the time of examination can be
only 2 days, while in other cases this time can be much longer. The
average time for registering a national design (including time, which
is given to the applicant for the payment of relevant fees) was
78 days, in accordance with the data for 2014,

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Board of Appeal of the Patent Office of the Republic of Latvia
has been successfully operating for nearly 20 years in the field
of industrial property enforcement in Latvia. Board of Appeal
is a collegial decision-making body, which was established on
14 July 1995 in accordance with the Patent Law and which reviews
disputes as it is set out in the industrial property laws in the field
of patents, trade marks, industrial designs and semiconductor
topographies.

The Director of Patent Office proposes and the Minister of Justice
determines the number of members in the Board of Appeal and
appoints them. Members are appointed for a three year term and
one of them is appointed as the chairman of the Board of Appeal.

The Board of Appeal consists of representatives of the Patent
Office and scientific, technical or judicial experts.

Throughout its existence the Board of Appeal has looked through
more than 1800 disputes — including appeals (claim against the
Patent Office about a taken negative decision, where applicant
or owner of industrial property object submits an appeal of this
decision), and oppositions (claim against already existing industrial
property object registration, where in a given time frame after the
official publication of the registration, any third party can submit
an opposition against this registration). Major part of disputes
referred to the Board of Appeal are oppositions (approximately 87%
of total disputes). Approximately 8% (140) of the decisions taken by
the Board of Appeal have been further contested in court, where
the court has annulled 18% (25) of these decisions, which is only
about 1.5% of the total number of decisions issued by the Board of
Appeal. These numbers definitely approve the role of the Board of
Appealandits investment in the enforcement of industrial property
rights. They show that the Board of Appeal significantly decreases
the workload of courts in Latvia, because it allows representatives
or owners of industrial property to resolve disputes before going
to court.

Due to different reasons, the necessity to evaluate the operational
regulation of the Board of Appeal has arisen, namely, several
problems were identified in the legislation and its enforcement. One
of the substantial problems of dispute resolution at the Board of
Appeal is the applicability of administrative process in opposition
cases. Opposition cases that are evaluated by the Board of Appeals,
in disputes on the merits are connected with a civil relationship
between two private entities, not a relationship between the State
and a private entity. Therefore these disputes clearly have civil

Therefore, in order to address this issue, a new draft law has been
developed - “Industrial property institution and procedure law’,
which will entail new provisions also about the Board of Appeal
and dispute resolution by it. The new framework will ensure that
administrative procedure will be replaced with civil procedure in
the procedures concerning the Board of Appeal and appeals of
its judgments and also resolve other matters concerned with the
rearganization of the Board of Appeal (for example, the framework
will strengthen the functional independence of the Board of Appeal
and will entail more detailed rules that will be applicable in appeal
and opposition cases). It is planned that the mentioned law will be
in force from January 2016. However, until then, the Division of
Oppositions and Appeals continues its work in the Patent Office,
where it was created back in 2008, with an aim to improve the
operations of the Board of Appeal. Currently this division consists
of its director and 5 legal advisers.

The work period from 2009 until 2014 for the Board of Appeal
and the Division of Oppositions and Appeals can be evaluated as
productive and active, namely, the number of annually reviewed
cases has been increasing.

In 20714, more than 1000 consultations were given within our field
of competence and 60 sophisticated patent, trademark and design
searches were conducted on clients' request.

It is important to mention the participation of the Patent and
Technology Library in the European Patent Office's pilot project on
transforming patent information centres, which was concluded in
2013. The aim of the project was to develop a range of patent-
related innovation support services, increase understanding of
intellectual property and its use in different business processes,
putting special emphasis on sustainability of services. Currently
we are a highly valued information service provider in the field of
industrial property protection and an active partner in raising public
awareness of intellectual property rights and the European patent
system

The Patent Clinic is an example of practical cooperation between
the Association of Patent Attorneys of Latvia and the Patent
Office. Free consultations with patent attorneys are organized each
quarter of the year to offer clients advice in legal protection of their
products.

On 17 February 2014, the Patent and Technology Library joined the
World Intellectual Property Organization's (WIPO) depository library
programme. The status of a WIPO depositary library provides the
possibility to receive all current WIPO publications and make them
available to visitars.

The accessibility of information on intellectual property facilitates a
better understanding of the use and protection of created products
and increases awareness of the benefits of the intellectual property
system for improving the competitiveness of companies in
domestic and international markets.

Successfully implementing the project of the European Patent
Office on "Dissemination of IP Knowledge in Universities’, a network
of intellectual property trainers has been established. An increasing
number of higher education institutions introduce IP content in
their study programs. The Patent Office’'s experts are regular
guest lecturers at the Riga Technical University, Latvia University of
Agriculture, Riga Graduate School of Law, University of Latvia, Riga
International School of Economics and Business Administration,
University of Ventspils, School of Business and Finance, Alberta
College, and Daugavpils University.

In order to increase understanding of industrial property among
designers and promote legal protection of high-added value
professional  designer products, a cooperation agreement
was concluded with the Latvian Designers' Society in 2013.

The Republic of Latvia joined the Convention Establishing the World
Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) on 21 January 1993.
Latvia has joined most of conventions and agreements in the
sphere of industrial property administered by WIPQ.

Throughout more than 20 years of collaboration, representatives
of the Republic of Latvia, including from the Patent Office, have
participated in the work of the WIPO General Assemblies, which
is the main policy and decision making body consisting of member
state representatives. Its annual sessions take place in autumn.
In addition to these annual sessions, extraordinary sessions are
organized, where urgent matters are resolved, such as questions
concerning the adoption of new agreements and the election of
WIPO Director General, which takes place every 6 years. The latest
of these extraordinary sessions took place in 2014, from 22 until
30 September.

In the context of WIPO committees, representatives of the Patent
Office have actively participated in the following committees and
working groups in the sphere of industrial property: Standing
Committee on the Law of Trade marks, Industrial Designs and
Geographical Indications, Committee on Development and
Intellectual Property, Standing Committee on the Law of Patents,
PCT waorking group, Working Group on the Legal Development of
the Hague System for the International Registration of Industrial
Designs, Nice Union working group.

Awareness raising is an important task for WIPO and the Patent
Office of the Republic of Latvia. It is necessary to mention WIPQO's
involvement in different events, in which WIPO has provided
lecturers, simultaneous interpreting services and other support,
which is seen as an important contribution to the bilateral
cooperation between WIPO and the Patent Office.

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European Patent Organization (EPO)

The European Patent Organization (EPO) was founded on 7 October
1977 on the basis of the European Patent Convention. It is an
intergovernmental organization, which consists of two bodies — the
European Patent Office, which acts as its executive body and the
Administrative Council, which supervises the Office’s activities and
consists of member state representatives.

The enforcement of the European Patent Convention is coordinated
and the interests of the Republic of Latviain its executive institutions
are represented by the Patent Office. In 2013 and 2014, the
representatives of the Patent Office participated in different events
organized by EPO, for example, sessions of the Administrative
Council, sessions of the Budget and Finance Committee, sessions
on Patent Law and different working groups.

Cooperation between the Patent Office and EPO is organized
through Bilateral Cooperation Plan, which was signed on
9 December 2014 and was concluded for a time period of three
years. The signing of this plan is an important step towards further
cooperation between the institutions. In case new projects are
approved and there is interest on the Patent Office's part, this plan
can be supplemented. Currently, this plan entails 8 initiatives, which
are as follows:

= Training of employees;

» Federated European Patent Register;

» Development of e-learning material;

» EQE Candidate Support Project;

= European language technology services for patents;

= Electronization of patent documentation;

= Awareness of the European patent system;

= "Espacenet” project.

In addition to these initiatives, EPO also provides support in
organizing different events and distributes information materials
and books through the Patent Office to the existing and potential
industrial property users and universities across Latvia.

Office for Harmonization in the Internal Market
(OHIM)

Cooperation between the Patent Office of the Republic of Latvia
and the Office for Harmonization in the Internal Market (trade
marks and designs) (OHIM) started already on 22 February 2001,
when both institutions signed a Memorandum of Understanding,
and this date can be considered as the start of the successful
cooperation that has been developed hereon.

OHIM is the official office of the European Union in trade mark and
design registration sphere, where you can register Community
designs and Community trade marks. On 1 May 2004 the Republic
of Latvia joined the European Union system for protection of trade
marks and designs. Due to this the number of trade marks that are
in force in the Republic of Latvia has increased significantly, where
the same can be said about applicant interest about Community
trade marks and Community designs.

The representatives of the Patent Office the Republic of Latvia
participate in the Administrative Council, the Budget Committee
and in different expert working groups of OHIM.

An important contribution to the development of the European
trade mark and design network made by OHIM and national
offices are the numerous projects that have been implemented
during the past few years. The most prominent among them are
“TMView" and "Designview’, which are online search tools that
insure free access to the trade mark and design applications and
registrations from participating offices. The Patent Office has
implemented 18 projects through OHIM's Cooperation Fund, which
is one of the largest numbers among member states, and that is
an important indicator for the Patent Office, because it outlines
the future objectives of the office and shows the commitment and
professionalism of its employees.

The aim of the Patent Office has always been to provide high quality
services. An important step in the office's future development will
be the newly introduced trade mark and design electronic filing
systems implemented through OHIM's Cooperation Fund. These
systems allow to file trade mark and design applications from
anywhere, where internet connection is available. These systems
are used more and moare frequently every month. The statistics for
January 2015 shows that about 20% of applications were submitted
electronically.

In addition to the Cooperation Fund, the Patent Office and OHIM
also cooperate under Convergence Programme, which aims at
unifying member state practices, as well as in the context of
Bilateral cooperation agreements, which are concluded annually,
where the aim of these agreements is to raise awareness in the
field of Community trade marks and designs. For this purpose
we organize different events, publish information materials, give
lectures and carry out other awareness raising activities.

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The European Observatory on Infringements of
Intellectual Property Rights (EU Observatory)

EU Observatory is a cooperation network that consists of public and
private sector experts and interested parties, which was established
in April 2009. The aim of EU Observatory is to promote and support
State institutions, private sector and EU institution measures in
their fight against intellectual property infringements. Since 5 June
2012 all functions of EU Observatory are entrusted to OHIM.

The Observatory's objectives are to:

sprovide evidence-based contributions and data to enable EU
policymakers to shape effective IP enforcement policies and to
supportinnovation and creativity;

sprovide data, tools and databases to support the fight against IP
infringement;

sprovide knowledge and learning programmes for [P and
enforcement authorities as well as for businesses and IP
practitioners;

=develop initiatives to help innovators, creators and businesses
(especially SMEs) protect their IP rights;

»design campaigns to raise awareness of the value of IP and the
negative consequences of IP infringement.

Patent Office has been the representative of the Republic of Latvia
in the EU Observatory since its establishment through participating
in EU Observatory meetings and organizing submission of
information about the Republic of Latvia for different researches.
Representatives from the Patent Office, the Ministry of Justice
and the Ministry of Culture actively participate in EU Observatory
working groups.

In 2014 Latvia confirmed its participation in a pilot-project, in order
to create a copyright portal, with an aim to give information to
the general public about the legal alternatives to piracy, including
websites where it is possible to legally acquire music, movies,
e-books and other copyright works. In December 2014 the EU
Observatory, in cooperation with the Patent Office, organized
a presentation to Latvian customs and police representatives
on Enforcement database (EDB), which was developed by EU
Observatory. EDB is a platform that provides the opportunity for
the intellectual property right holders to submit information about
their products, like distinguishing marks, packaging and known
counterfeits, to enforcement authorities.

69, 2012. gada — 64 darbinieki.

Lielaka dala stradajoso Patentu valdé ir ilggadeji darbinieki un
tikai 26% no visiem darbiniekiem iestadé ir nodarbinati mazak
par 3 gadiem.

Staff

Currently there are 61 employees warking in the Patent Office of
the Republic of Latvia. In comparison to previous years, the total
number of employees has decreased. In 2011 the Patent Office
employed 69 employees, in 2012 — 64 employees.

Most of the Patent Office's staff members are longtime employees.
Only 26% of all employees have been working here for less than
3 years. These statistics prove the loyalty that employees have for
the institution, while their extensive experience positively impacts
the work of the institution and its effective performance.

Training of staff

The Patent Office offers its employees the possibility to increase
their professional qualification at Patent Office's partners, such as
the European Patent Office (EPO), the Office for Harmonization in
the Internal Market (trade marks and designs) (OHIM) and the World
Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO). Every year approximately
10 employees are sent to various training events. Afterwards
they use the newly acquired knowledge and skills in carrying out
their job functions and at the same time transfer this information
to their colleagues. This approach insures effective execution of
their daily tasks and improves the professional performance of the
Patent Office, approximating it to the best practice standards of the
European Union.

With the aim to increase the knowledge of foreign languages,
every vear the Patent Office organizes English, German and French
language training. In 2014 and 2015, English and French language
training was organized in cooperation with EPO. By comparing the
statistics of the past two vyears it can be observed that there is a
clear progress in the knowledge of foreign languages among the
staff. 19 employees used the possibility to improve their foreign
language skills in 2014 and 32 employees in 2015.

Register of Professional Patent Attorneys

Patent attorney is a natural person, who has been certified and
registered in the national patent office as a professional patent
attorney in a particular specialization — trade marks, patents or
designs. Patent attorneys represent the interests of physical and
legal persons in the Patent Office as required by the law.

In accordance with Section 26, Paragraph three of the Patent Law
and Cabinet of Ministers Regulation Nr. 317 (26 April 2011), the
Patent Office insures the maintenance of the register of professional
patent attorneys. A patent attorney is entered in this register after
passing a qualification examination, which is organized biannually.

8 persons took the professional qualification examination in 2014,
and 4 of them passed the exam. Currently there are 92 professional
patent attorneys in the Republic of Latvia.
